This English-Spanish envelope stuffer can be copied and mailed with paychecks, W2 forms, public
assistance checks, bills and other mailings.
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Earned Income Credit The Earned Income Credit (EIC) is a tax benefit for people who work
full-time or part-time. Workers may get up to $4,800, depending on
income and family size.
Households may qualify for the federal and state EIC if, in 2002, they:
0 were raising one child and earned less than $29,201*.
0 were raising two or more children and earned less than $33,178*.
0 had no children, earned less than $11,060* and were between
ages 25 and 64,
* Income limit for married workers is $1,000 higher.
Here’s how you get the Earned Income Credit.
O If you were raising children in your home in 2002, file federal
tax form 1040 or 1040A, and attach Schedule EIC. Do not file
tax form 1040 EZ. For the Maryland EIC, file tax form 502 or 503.
0 If you were not raising children, file any federal form. For the
Maryland EIC, file tax form 502 or 503.

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The two-sided EIC envelope stuffer is easily reproduced on an office copier. There are two stuffers on
each page to save you money on paper and copying. Make copies on one side, then turn your paper
over and run it through again to have stuffers with English on one side and Spanish on the other.
When trimmed, the stuffers should fit in just about any size envelope.
